The second session, hosted by Benin,
followed Madagascar’s inspiring launch
and opened with vibrant peace-themed
music. Guided by young MC Ismaël, the
event welcomed 304 participants from
13 countries across 3 continents. Keynote
speaker Francel Sèna LOKO shared a
heartfelt reflection on the book’s impact,
while singer Alpha Mim blended music
with personal insights, inspiring the
youth to sing along.

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The final Global Book Club session, held on August 3,
2025, brought together 118 participants from 14 countries
in a vibrant online gathering. Featuring music from Alpha
Min, heartfelt reflections from author Fanny Laurent,
and voices from nine different countries, the event
celebrated both the journey of the book club and its
future direction. With Wallis guiding the program and
Morocco joining for the first time, the session was a fitting
culmination to a global initiative dedicated to peace and
inspiration.
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Session opened with vibrant music from Alpha Min
(musician and speaker from Session 2, Benin).
MC Wallis, a journalist, warmly welcomed participants and
skillfully guided a long agenda with multiple speakers.
Guest speaker Fanny Laurent, an author, shared personal
reflections on the book and its relevance to her life.
Speakers from 9 countries read quotes, shared their insights,
and discussed what comes next.
118 participants joined from 14 countries, with Morocco
participating for the first time.
